IMPORTANT NOTICE: No Paper Ballots 
To help prevent the possible spread and exposure to COVID-19, 
paper ballots will not be used at any location in Hutchinson County.  
All votes will be cast on new voting machines.  To prevent any type 
of physical contact with the voting machine, voters will be given 
single-use soft tip swabs to use when selecting their favorite 
candidates.  Machines will be disinfected between each use.  Social 
distancing rules (if applicable) will be in effect.  Election day workers 
will follow CDC protocol.  Voters are asked to practice social 
distancing and encouraged but not required to wear masks.
